CORNELL NOTES
The purpose of Cornell Notes is to boil down information to its key elements in ONE page of notes.  It uses boxes to categorize/cluster  the information into the main areas to summarize.

All information should be in point form.
1. Key events of the plot.  NOTE:  The little boxes at the side of the text are not sufficient.  These events may be  listed in point form.

2. Use of any of the devices listed in the handout.  Please include a quote and explanation.

3. Use of any of the three themes within the play :

Fate versus Destiny

Ambition

Appearance versus Reality

This section requires a brief explanation of how the scene shows the theme(s).  Use a quote of support for full marks on this section.

4. The most important event of the scene and why. 

5. Two key quotes from the scene ( include who said it) and why each is important.

6. One illustration which best suits the scene.

7. What is a Man?  Or What is a King?

Does the scene answer either of these questions?  How?
