2. To study techniques of other writers and model them.

3. To improve your writing in its technical and mechanical aspects.

4. To become proficient in writing in various genres.

5. To become an informed critic of both student and professional works.

6. To accept constructive criticism and make decisions based on that criticism.

7. To become more creative and mature in your writing.

8. To learn the proper format and procedure for submitting work to actual publications.
9. To use technology to present your work, as well as communicate and critique the work of your classmates.

1. You find it difficult to share your work with the class.

2. You cannot give UNBIASED constructive criticism.

3. You cannot accept criticism.

4. You find working with a group difficult.

5. You do not like to take risks in writing 

6. You are not willing to try forms of writing outside of “your style”.

7. You are looking for “an easy credit”
