DRAMATIC MONOLOGUES ASSIGNMENT
Using either “My Last Duchess” or “Ulysses”, choose one of the following assignments to show your understanding of both the character within the poem and his dilemma/issue.

Choices:

1. Write a news story or record a news report involving the character.  It may take place in the time of the poem or may be later in time.  For example,  Ulysses after he has left.  You may use other characters within the poem as the centre of your story, as long as there is a clear and correct connection to the material of the original poem.  You may be imaginative and set it in modern times, but connections must be clear.

For example, the Duke could be Donald Trump not a transient on the street.

2.  Write a dramatic monologue of the same incident from the listener’s point of view.  For example, what would the messenger’s dramatic monologue be like?  What would the mariners say?  

3. Write a letter from the speaker to someone else from the poem.  In his letter he must explain his actions and his perspective.  

4. Write an ode for the actual duchess or for Penelope, Ulysses’ wife.  You will need to infer what traits she has which are admirable and how she might interact with her husband.  The ode should be at least 12 lines long and include at least 5 admirable traits.  

5. Create a comic book in which the speaker is either hero or villain.  Make a comic which has at least 10 panels showing the character in action.

6. Create a movie trailer for the poem including all key events and appropriate music, editing, etc.

NOTE:  If you have any other creative endeavor/idea you would like to use, please clear it with me so that you are covering all of the learning outcomes that the group is expected to show.

Your final product will be evaluated based on the following learning outcomes:
