1. GALLERY WALK FOR SHORT STORIES
PURPOSES:

1. To show your knowledge of short story terminology.

2. To practice presenting skills and representing skills.

METHOD:

1. Choose a partner or have Mrs. Mahoney choose one for you or you may work alone.

2. From the library or your own personal favorites, choose a short story which you can use to portray your knowledge of all of the terminology which is presented in the unit one handout.  This means your story needs “STUFF” – simple one pagers will be lacking in depth and you’ll not have materials to work with.

3. You and your partner will break down the short story into all of its component parts and create a display (poster, science fair type of display, etc.) which shows the skeleton of your story including the general plot.  You know from your experiences this last week that visuals and music can affect your presentation.  

4. You and your partner will take turns explaining the story and all of its component pieces in a gallery walk.  You will be the expert on the story for 2 rounds and your partner will be the expert for 2.  When you are not the expert, you will become a gallery visitor and ask questions of other exhibitors.

COMMON CONCERNS:

1. Do I need art work for my display?  

No, but your display should be neat and tidy with all areas covered in some manner.  Each group will get ONE sheet of poster board for the display.  Colours are limited. It’s not about PRETTY, but about NEATNESS combined with SUBSTANCE.
2. Do I have to address the entire class?

No.  Small groups will visit your station and listen to you explain what you think are the highlights of your story.

3. Can I use technology in this presentation?  

Yes, as long as the technology is not a replacement for you.  You will need to be available to answer questions that students will have about your story.

4. What if my partner is ‘a dud’?

If your partner ‘ditches’ your group, you will not be penalized, but you will still need to have a display and be able to speak about your story.

Consideration will be given to you if your partner abandons you on short notice and leaves you ‘holding the bag’.  CHOOSE CAREFULLY.
