Irony in “The Code”
Explaining irony requires you to show what was expected or said and what is really going on or meant.  It’s like showing both sides of one coin.  

The key word to connect both sides of the coin is BUT or YET or IRONICALLY…

For example: but they become friends.
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Georg and Ulrich initially
They become friends.

want to kill each other.

Using the story “The Code”, show 3 ironies by filling each side of the coin and inserting BUT, YET or IRONICALLY.
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
