LIT. CIRCLE LOG ROLES
Being a part of a lit. circle can take on different forms.  Below are various ways people contribute:

Passage Picker : a student chooses a powerful passage to read and discuss.  You will want to know why you chose the passage.  Was it descriptive?  Did it provide you with a setting or visual effect?  Was it disturbing?  Did it provide suspense?  Was it unusual?

Word Wizard:  Choosing a particular way the writer uses words, key literary phrases or poetic pieces .  Be sure to know why you felt that use of words was exceptional.  It can also be a word or words you are unfamiliar with and want help with.

Connector:  Find connections between the novel and the outside world whether personal or well known.  This could be connections to your own experiences, movies, other novels,  world events, etc.

Discussion Director:  Students who take on this role often pose questions about the why’s of a plot or character or state an opinion about what they have read.  They are looking at the deeper issues or asking readers to look beneath the surface of the story for other ideas.

Artful artist :  This student puts what he/she imagines from the novel is art form.  If you choose this method to participate in the art circle, be sure to know what specific words or phrases inspired you to write in this way.

KEEPING YOUR LIT. CIRCLE LOG

Keep  a lit. circle log, by including the following:

a. The date

b. Your prepared comments which you brought to the circle.

c. What role did you take from those mentioned above?

d. Interesting ideas which surfaced in your circle.

e. What mark out of 4 you feel you earned in this lit. circle.
