MAKING A PERSONAL RESPONSE TO A TEXT OR VIDEO
TASK:  Respond to the video “Cultural Appropriation:  Why Your Pocahontas Isn’t Okay”

 Your response may be in oral, performance (Green screen etc.) or written form.  Regardless of the form your response must:

1. React to the video with specific references.  Just saying that you disagree with what the presenter says is not enough.  You may want to be on the look out for bias and logic. You must make at least 5 direct references to the presenter’s text.  

2. Back up your reaction with more evidence from popular culture or your own experiences.

3. Recognize the societal and cultural context from which the presenter is coming.

PROCEDURE:

1.
We will be viewing the video in chunks.  You will be noting key points and at pauses putting them on strips of paper.  From this you can choose key quotes, examples and phrases to use in your answer.  

 2.
Once we have ‘unpacked’ the videos and sorted them or placed them in categories, we will be choosing which ones we intend to use in our response.

3.
Each student will decide which  form of response he/she intends to use.  

4.
Each student will present or submit his/her response by the end of the week.
