PROCESS – HOW TO VIDEO/DEMONSTRATION
PURPOSE:

· inform or explain in a step by step manner through oral communication.

· Use of props and display items to enhance presentation.

ASSIGNMENT:    Create a ‘how to’ demonstration to present to the class or an audience of some type.  Your demonstration must fit the criteria of a highly effective ‘how to’ presentation as set out through our class constructed criteria.   You must also submit a script for the demo.  I realize that many of you may go ‘off script’ but you require  at least a scaled down script for you to follow.  
LENGTH:  Dependent upon your subject but no shorter than 90 seconds.

FORM:
 You may choose from a live demonstration,  a recorded demonstration such as the how – to videos or a teaching center ( a table set up for you to teach a small number of people).

SUBJECT:  You may choose any subject as long as it’s safe and ethical.  NO “How to Make a Pipe Bomb” or some such dangerous instruction.  If your demo requires open flame,  I will have to clear this with the administration.  If you require a specific setting such as a kitchen or gym,  let me know as these spaces have to be booked.  

EVALUATION:  Your demo will be marked by at least 2 peers and Mrs. Mahoney. You will be evaluated according to the class constructed rubric and the PLOs which fit that rubric.
