STEPS FOR GALLERY WALK
STEP ONE:  Students need to use their chosen story to make notes on all of the terms from the Unit One Terms handout under the Short Fiction section.  Be sure to include quotations and examples from the text as support for each section. 
STEP TWO:  Once you have all of the technical information out of the way, you need to also make notes on a general overview of the story and your own personal evaluation of the story.  

STEP THREE:  Include any information you think is interesting or relevant which has not already been covered by your notes.  For example, if your story involves a maze, you might want to tie it to the allusion to the Minotaur or any other relevant allusion.

STEP FOUR:  Prepare your poster.  Remember that a good poster informs without having scads of written paragraph.  Posters can use bullets and other graphic text (boxes, font, pictures, etc.) to provide the same information without writing entire paragraphs.  Remember the 666 rule – no more than 6 words in a line and no more than 6 lines in a box and no more than 6 boxes on the same subject.  This rule applies also to Power Point work.  

STEP FIVE:  Get to know your poster.  You will be talking about your story, not just reading off the poster.  It is meant as backup but you should provide the details and be prepared to answer any questions about your story.  

NOTE:  Please provide a copy or source for your story so that Mrs. Mahoney can confirm your information.
