TASK ONE:   The history of the Civil Rights Movement is important to the novel.  Write a 2 page report on the Civil Rights Movement.  Be sure to include the key figures mentioned in your novel – Martin Luther King Jr.  and Medger Evans.  Also include the Jim Crow Laws.  REMEMBER to cite your sources and use “ “ for any directly quoted or paraphrased material.
