ASSIGNMENT:  Using at least 50 continuous lines of the play, create a script which:



a.
Accurately translates the language into modern English without changing the intent.



b.
Adopts a new genre to place the characters in – ie. Western, gangster, soap opera, high school students, American Idol, miners in a mining camp, etc.

RULES:


If you wish to work in pairs, you need to translate twice the number of lines.  For a group of 3 you will need 150 lines.  

You do not have to act out your script, but you do need to read it to the class.  I will give you a mark in the oral presentation bin if you decide to act it out.

Use script format as you see in your text.

You may slightly change the names of the characters as long as they are recognizable.  Ie. Macdog for Macbeth.

You must submit ONE copy of your script per group.

EVALUATION:

Based on both the accuracy of your translation and use of form.
