TWELFTH NIGHT IGAP MEETING
1. Choose a character from the play and brainstorm all of his/her problems.

2. Prepare a short introduction speech for your character as he/she speaks for the first time at the IGAP (I Got a Problem) meeting.  

Below is a sample for Macbeth: (This is a 3 since it’s missing a few things)
Hello, my name in Macbeth and I have a problem.  It all started with 3 witches who gave me some horoscope that I would be king.  I didn’t want to kill King Duncan but my wife made me.  Now I have lots of problems: I first lied to and tried to bribe my best friend then  I killed him and tried to kill his son. Now his son can be king according to these prophecies. I saw floating daggers and think my wife’s more manly than I am. I also can’t sleep and I am seeing ghosts.  My mind is full of scorpions. My wife’s lost her mind and all of Scotland knows that I am a murderer. 
All the oceans will turn red if I wash my hands.  I am also considering murdering the family of Macduff because he left to English. The king’s son is coming back to kill me with an army from England.  I did seek advice from the witches again but they just give me riddles.  What should I do?

YOUR AIM IS TO REVEAL AS MANY OF THE CHARACTER’S PROBLEMS AS YOU CAN.

3. Your character will join the IGAP Meeting and the group will discuss the various problems in character.  Your character will give advice and ask questions of the other characters.

Ex from above intro:

Porter:  Settle down Macbeth and have a drink.

Lady Macbeth:  A light!  I need a light!

Moderator:  So Macbeth,  where do you think your troubles actually began?  Is it because you’re a weak and easily manipulated man?

4. At the end of the meeting,  each character will offer up some advice to the others on what they should do.
