TWELFTH NIGHT PROJECT

Group project – no larger than 2 students per group.

Criteria – Using any creative means you choose, you are to present a project concerning the play.  You may use the Cosmospearian idea of come up with one of your own.  Past projects include:

a. A tabloid newspaper outlining the play’s events.

b. A silent movie with captions.

c. An abridged and modernized version of the play.

d. A cartoon or comic book.

e. A collection of songs written and performed by the group.

Within the project you must:

a. Make reference to at least one event from each of the 18 scenes.

b. Include a quote and its translation from each scene.

c. Include references to the various views of love.

d. Include at least 3 kinds of imagery from the play

e. Include all of the major characters in some way.  These characters must retain their characteristics from the play.

f. Comment on the various types of comedic elements from each scene.
Your project MUST be accompanied by a planner which shows which scenes and quotes and translations appear where.  This may be a checklist or a chart of some type so it is actually useful in putting together the project and ensuring all parts are included.
